Having successfully introduced the MVAS at the fall conference, | am encouraged and
optimistic about our organization s ability to conceive of, enact, and embrace initiatives
and innovations to serve our members while enhancing an aready proven conference
model. To sum up: our fall conference welcomed nearly 110 boys and men (from five
middle schools, six high schools, four universities, five church choirs, and 1 community
choir) to take part in two days of rehearsals, clinics, and even afaculty voice recital.

mechanisms, and responsibility to adapt and grow to become an even more valuable
source of education, inspiration, and artistic growth for choral music educators.

This change in policy will be announced at this year s SSA All-State and will take effect
at the 2009 event. While this change may meet initial resistance and the potential for
fewer sponsoring teachers, the SSA All-State event must continue to be a
meaningful educational and artistic component of North Carolina s choral landscape with
broad participation from the state s choral music educators.

Fall Conference Date for 2008

Due to scheduling issues too innumerable and complex to detail here, we have decided as
a board, and with the heroic assistance of our Conference Site Hogt, Bill Y oung, to move
next year s Fall Conference from September to October 10-11, 2008. This date will avoid
conflicts with other popular choir-related events that may have negatively effected our
conference attendance.

Our Fall Conference was one of our best-attended conferences in recent years.
According to our treasurer, Dr. Jeff Ward, we had 210 total registrants including 14
exhibitors.

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Each year the NC ACDA honors a member for
"Digtinguished service in Choral Music in North
Carolina." Thisyear therecipient is Jerry S. Cribbs.

Jerry Cribbs lives in Wilmington, North Carolina, where
he served New Hanover County Schools from 1980
until his retirement in 2004, teaching choral music a E. A. Laney High School,
John T. Hoggard High School, and Winter Park Elementary School. He served as
Director of Arts Education (1992-2001), Director of Arts Education and Public
Relations (2000-2001), and as Director of Human Resources (2001-2004). Cribbs
also served as an adjunct instructor for the Music Department at the UNC-
Wilmington and the Fine Arts and Humanities Department at Cape Fear
Community College, 2004-2006. Before moving to Wilmington in 1980, he taught
band and chorus from 1974 to 1979 in Sampson County Schools, Clinton, North
Carolina.

Cribbs is currently the Director of Music Ministries at Grace United Methodist Church
where he conducts the Chancel Choir and Grace Ringers. He also conducts the Cape
Fear Chorale, a community chorus which he formed in 1998, and is a tenor soloist
within the area.

As an active guest conductor, clinician, and adjudicator throughout the Eastern United
States, Cribbs has conducted well over 100 district choruses, festivals, and clinics.
He holds a Bachelors of Music and a Masters of Music in Music Education, as well
as a Certificate of Supervision from East Carolina University, inclusively. He has
public school teaching experience in choral, instrumental, and general music at al
levels, K-12. In addition, Cribbs has taught at the college level in the areas of
choral music, choral methods, music fundamental's, and music appreciation.

He is a member of the NC-ACDA and has served on the Executive Board, and currently
maintains memberships in American Guild of Organists (AGO) and American
Guild of English Handbell Ringers. Cribbs has held offices in the North Carolina
Music Educators’ Association, and has just recently assumed the duties as President.

Mr. Cribbs chora conducting experience began a Hoke County High School in
Raeford, NC. There with his high school choral teacher, Mary Archie McNeill as
his mentor, he was the Student Director of the high school chorus. Mrs. McNeill
carried many of her high school students, including Mr. Cribbs, to UNC-Chapel Hill
to sing at clinics sponsored by Dr. Lara Hoggard. He also attended the NC Summer
Institute in Choral Arts conducted by Dr. Hoggard.

As Cribbs pursued his Masters in Music Education at East Carolina University, Dr.
Rhonda Fleming served as his mentor and chora instructor. Throughout his
formative years, not only was he positively influenced by the choral work of many
of his colleagues such as Bob Alexander and Jane Price, Cribbs was fortunate to
have had three outstanding models of chora excellence as his teachers. Mary
Archie McNeill, Dr. Rhonda Fleming, and Dr. Lara Hoggard.

Special care is given to perform music written specifically for women s
Voices.

Meredith College Chorale is dedicated to works of the past, world music and actively
cultivates relationships with living composers. Commissioned and premiered works
include music from Gwyneth Walker, Daniel Gawthrop, Scott Robbins and Daniel
Green and Robert DeCormier.

The Department of Music Speech, Communication, and Theatre at Meredith offers
women both undergraduate and graduate degrees in Music. Music Mgjors typically
choose between applied music (performance) and music education with state
licensure. Private and class lessons in voice and a wide variety of instruments are also
available to all students, regardliess of mgjor.

Meredith is fully accredited by the Southern Association of Colleges and Schools, the
National Association of Schools of Music, the National Council for Accreditation of
Teacher Educeation, and the North Carolina Department of Public Instruction. It is the
largest women s college in the southeast. The Meredith Center for Women in the Arts
sponsors performances and master classes that promote the involvement and devel op-
ment of women in all aspects of music and other art forms. Composers and performers
of stature are invited regularly to the campus. Recent visits from Gwyneth Walker,
Alice Parker and Libby Larsen augmented the music curriculum significantly. Last
year s composers-in-residence are Chen Yi and Emma Lou Diemer.

Dr. Lisa Fredenburgh has been Director of Choral Activities at
Meredith College since 1996.

SINGERELIGIBILITY:

When endorsing multiple singers for MVAS, conductors
should consider ensemble balance and submit an octet of 4 tenors and 4 basses. Conductors with multiple
professional appointments, (i.e. a church choir and school choir) may apply to submit singers from more than one
type of choir, but the total allotment of spaces within the MVAS choir per sponsoring member will be determined
by the total level of response. Teachers will be informed of their total allotment by June 1, 2008. Adult mae
ACDA members may register themselves to take part in MV AS using the same application process.

Conductor s should apply for an allotment within the MVAS Choir by May 15, 2008 for participation in the
MVAS at the Fall Conference. Our goal isto have achoir of 95-120 singers. Ideally, the choir breakdown might
be:

60% student singersin grades 8-12
25% university singers
15% adult singers from church or community choirs

SINGER PREPARATION:

Because of the calendar proximity of the Fall ACDA Conference with NC Honor Choir Auditions and the
beginning of the school year, minimal pre-conference preparation will be expected of the singers. With this in
mind, conductors should select highly motivated and focused singers with a high potential for success
under these circumstances. The repertoire list for the festival will be published by July 1%, and it will be
expected that each singer possess his own copy of the music prior to the conference. Singers should come to the
festival with afamiliarity with the music, but no screening will take place at the conference.




LOGISTICS:

The MVAS schedule will run concurrently and in tandem with the NC-ACDA Fall Conference. For the
convenience of the registered ACDA Members wishing to take advantage of both events, every effort will be made
to place the MV AS activities as close to the UNCG campus as close to the School of Music as possible. ACDA
Members bringing student singers for MVAS will be responsible for the conduct of their singers during the course
of the 2-day event. These members should plan to bring additional chaperones to monitor MVAS activities when
taking part in other conference sessions.

A block of rooms for MVAS singers will be reserved at the Downtown Marriot in Greensboro for the overnight
stay.
